	VL tabled outline of Whole of Government commitments confirmed to date (attached).
Noted that the majority of items lacked clear timelines (JN). 

VL advised that this document was a work in progress – strategies will need to be developed that enable the achievement of these targets. It was requested that the BAT can see these strategies (BN) - VL will keep the group updated on progress. 

2 options on how to progress were outlined on the whiteboard. Other options may exist (see attached)

Community members feel a level of frustration around the visible levels of activity and commitment from partners such as council. Activities such as the fieldtrips and planning forums seen as distractions from actual activity (LD). An important part of the planning process will be the production of a Community Action Plan that partners commit to (VL). Some members see the Fieldtrips as an opportunity to inspire the BAT in developing a way forward that works locally (JS). Timelines associated with the options outlined would mean that a clear and comprehensive “Mainstreaming Plan” would be finalised around Feb 2010.

ACTION: IA to circulate options. Members to consider and decision around best way forward to be made at next meeting.

List of confirmed attendees read out. Group inquired whether alternative representation from Meadows was possible as RG cannot attend.

ACTION: IA to approach school about representation

Query around how feedback from the trip will be shared. Suggestion that various media publications could report on it (JN). Council can support this.
Broad points for discussion detailed in trip outline were agreed. Main issue now to ensure that there is a good turnout

	Cert 3 in Community Studies scheduled for 9 October. Train the Traiiner & Cross Cultural training also coming up soon.

Longer term initiative in early stages with JSAs being engaged to develop a coordinated employment support response for residents of the 3047 postcode 
CV noted a Dallas NH initiative focusing on palliative care. This will be tabled at the next CWS working group meeting. DNH has established a new walking group in the local area. 

IA noted the safety audit walk is planned for 27th October. Hume Council have partnered with BCNR and are very supportive. Broadmeadows Police, OoH and Dianella have all committed to attend.

LD noted the proposed Hume & Moreland Mental Health Partnerships Plan. BCNR represented via LD, IA and Carmel McMennemen. Launch of plan will be 1.30pm on 27th October.   
CV noted progress of the Seniors Register which, although still a pilot, is expanding its scope. The Futsal program is thriving and would benefit from more volunteers.
BN updated that a number of environmental improvements on site at Broadmeadows Disability Services – inc freshwater storage, development of horticulture projects. Radio slot with 3CR planned.
The Bright Sparks enterprise is in the feasibility stage. Strong support from local partners. Also floating the project concept at the World Social Enterprise Forum in Melbourne on 9th Oct.

Tool Library – BDS seeking advice around legal liabilities that apply in operating a library service.

BDS AGM planned for 7pm Thursday 22nd October. All invited. 
Meeting held between residents and council planners. Council has appointed a lighting consultant and is working up schematic designs. On schedule to hold a community consultation in mid-November. BCNR has offered to host this, alongside a community barbecue event. Exact role for BCNR to be agreed – awaiting Council flag on exact date and the desired areas of input from residents / local businesses.
